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I wanted to come to FSU for a few reasons. The first and probably most important at the time was that it was 2 hours away from my parents. The better reason was that FSU has a very good psychology program. The size of the campus was definately a consideration when I chose FSU.

The most suprising thing for me since I've arrived at FSU has been the fact that most of the professors make an attempt to get to know you as a person as well as a student.

The Honors courses at FSU are of a higher standard than the ones at my high school. They are based more on learning from each other and less from learning from the instructor alone.

I would strongly advise any student looking at colleges to not wait until the last minute for anything. Make sure all your applications are in on time, all your financial aid is in order and you know what classes you want to take before getting on campus. It makes it so much easier.
