First let me introduce myself; my name is Travis Teter. I was raised in a small town in West Virginia named Mill Creek. I graduated from Tygart Valley High is the top percentage of my class with an accumulated grade point average of 3.9.


Fairmont State University was not the first college I attended. I spent my first two semesters at West Virginia University.
